It 
started with a few good mates who thought that while on patrol they would enjoy a body surf together and at the 
same time introduce any newcomers to the tricks of the open surf. Body surfing was big back then and one of the 
best was John Roberts. The 9 o'clock fun swim turned into a race - as boys will do, and under the direction of John 
an organised handicap surf race was run every Sunday. It became a social event where you could catch up with all 
of your mates and have a laugh. John was very serious with his handicapping and half the fun was negotiating a fair 
position on the line.
